However, once he started the course, his enthusiasm grew, especially as his tutor was extremely supportive and arranged regular email feedback outside of course hours.  With the help of his interpreter, he made friends with the other members of the course and felt he was able to interact with everyone really well. Ryan is lucky that his English is quite good – not the case for many profoundly deaf people, for whom English is a second language.  He found the PTLLS course really helpful for his teaching practice and his confidence as a tutor.
